Hagino Nori ko works wi th a technique cal l ed hagiawase ,  meta l  forg ing and heat 
weld ing,  which she learned f rom Liv ing Nat ional  Treasure Sekiya Shi rō (1907-
1994) . In t r igued by Sek iya’s works,  Hag ino became an apprent ice in Sekiya’s 
studio upon graduat ing f rom Musashino Ar t  Jun ior  Col lege.  From the incept ion of  
her design to the arduous process of hammer ing meta l , Hag ino takes  a lmost s i x 
months  to  complete each pro ject . She uses the natura l  hues o f the meta ls  as  
colors to create f lu id pat terns on her  work,  s i lver  becoming whi te,  copper  
becoming red,  and an a l loy o f a mix  o f go ld and copper  becoming gold.
